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Southfields Community Fund 
The London Community Foundation is pleased to manage the Southfields Community Fund. 

We are delighted to be working with the All England Lawn Tennis Club, who have set up this fund to benefit the community in their neighbouring area. 

These guidelines set out who may apply and the activities you may apply for.  Please read the following carefully.

Fund Area

Please be sure to check the map of the area of benefit for the Fund. The Southfields Community Fund has a very local focus and those benefitting from a grant from the Fund must live within the defined area as shown on the map.
Fund Themes

The Southfields Community Fund supports:

· Projects or activities with social or educational purposes

· Activities which improve the lives of those who live or work in the Fund’s area of benefit (as above). 

Grant Size

Grants of up to £1,500 are available. 

Who may apply?

The fund is open to constituted voluntary or community groups or registered charities. 

Your organisation will need to have the following elements in place prior to an application:

· A governing document (e.g. a constitution)

· An active management committee of at least three people (who are not related)

· Recent accounts (unless the group is new) and sound plans for managing your money

· A bank account in the name of the group, with at least 2 unrelated signatories

· A safeguarding policy if working with children and/or vulnerable adults

Relevant Exclusions
The grant cannot be used to fund:

· Work that is the responsibility of statutory agencies

· Statutory organisations, such as local authorities and schools (‘Friends of’ groups are welcome to apply)
· Purely commercial ventures

· Political campaigns or concerns

· Religious organisations where the activities benefit only those of a particular faith

· Individuals
· Spending that has already taken place

Monitoring and evaluating your work

Grantees will be required to complete a short form outlining how the grant was spent and highlighting the benefits for your users.
Monitoring and evaluating our grants enables us to better understand the impact of our grant-making.  It helps us to understand community need, inform future strategies, and provides vital information if we are considering future funding! 

It should also help you to collect valuable information on how service users benefit from your work, what works and what doesn’t, and also demonstrate to funders the value of your work.  Further information can be found at the Charities Evaluation Services website www.ces-vol.org.uk

· Governing document (eg. your constitution or memorandum and articles)

· Annual accounts OR bank statement if you are a new group

· Safeguarding Policy (if your proposal includes work with under 18’s or vulnerable adults)

Please contact us if you would like help or are unable to complete an application online. 

What happens next?

We aim to let you know the outcome of your application within 6 weeks of submission. Successful applicants will have a maximum period of 12 months to spend the grant, with the monitoring report due within 6 weeks after the project has been completed.

Submitting an application 

Please return your form and all supporting documents by email or by post. The fund is available on a rolling basis, subject to the available budget. There are no closing dates.
Please note we are unable to consider applications that are incomplete or do not have the supporting documents included.
