The Wandsworth Combined Charity Fund 

The Wandsworth Combined Charity is a long-established local charity that has created this Fund with The London Community Foundation. 

These guidelines set out who may apply and the activities you may apply for.   Please read the following carefully.

Fund Area

There will be a preference for applications from eligible groups that are established or based within the historic Parish of Wandsworth - essentially the SW18 post code area - but the deciding factor for eligibility will be the location of the beneficiaries of any project applying for funding. 
To qualify for consideration, a majority of a project's beneficiaries should live within the defined geographic area of the Fund. 
Click to view a map of the primary Area of Benefit. This shows the approximate historic boundary of the Parish of Wandsworth.
Fund Themes

Grants will be considered for projects which:

· Relieve poverty or need of the elderly

· Provide education or training to help residents irrespective of age, to become better equipped to enter the world of work

· Tackle crime and anti-social behavior, particularly amongst those who feel marginalised

Grant Size

Grants of up to £1,500 are available. 

Who may apply?

The fund is open to constituted voluntary or community groups or registered charities. 

Your organisation will need to have the following elements in place prior to an application:

· A governing document (e.g. a constitution)

· An active management committee of at least three people (who are not related)

· Recent accounts (unless the group is new) and sound plans for managing your money

· A bank account in the name of the group, with at least 2 unrelated signatories
· An equal opportunities policy
· A safeguarding policy if working with children and/or vulnerable adults

Relevant Exclusions
The grant cannot be used to fund:

· Work that is the responsibility of statutory agencies

· Statutory organisations, such as local authorities and schools 
· Purely commercial ventures

· Political campaigns or concerns

· Religious organisations where the activities benefit only those of a particular faith

· Individuals
· Spending that has already taken place

Monitoring and evaluating your work

Grantees will be required to complete a short form outlining how the grant was spent and highlighting the benefits for your users.
Monitoring and evaluating our grants enables us to better understand the impact of our grant-making.  It helps us to understand community need, inform future strategies, and provides vital information if we are considering future funding! 

It should also help you to collect valuable information on how service users benefit from your work, what works and what doesn’t, and also demonstrate to funders the value of your work.  Further information can be found at the Charities Evaluation Services website www.ces-vol.org.uk

Please follow the link to our online application form. Please complete the application form, and return to The London Community Foundation along with the following documents:

· Governing document (e.g. your constitution or memorandum and articles)

· Annual accounts OR bank statement if you are a new group
· Equal Opportunities Policy
· Safeguarding Policy (if your proposal includes work with under 18’s or vulnerable adults)

Please contact us if you would like help or are unable to complete an application online. 

What happens next?

We aim to let you know the outcome of your application within 8 weeks of the closing date. Successful applicants will have a maximum period of 12 months to spend the grant, with the monitoring report due within 6 weeks after the project has been completed.

Deadline for Applications 

Wednesday 29th February 2012, by 5pm.
Please note we are unable to consider applications that are submitted after the deadline or those that do not have the supporting documents included.
This fund is expected to be available annually with a deadline approximately in February each year.
